Now read Macbeth- pages 36-44.
Voacnbulary:
1. Find the word coronation on page 36. Write a definition of the word.
2. Page 37: ‘Lord Banquo and his son must have been delayed on their way,’ he said lightly. Why does Macbeth speak ‘lightly’?
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]What does ‘ambush’ mean?
Writing task: Write a summary, to explain what has happened to Banquo and his son, Fleance. 

Activity 2
Questions:
1. Read up to ‘they kept anxiously shuffling their feet’ (pg 39). Why do you think the murderers are behaving like this?


2. What might Macbeth be thinking and feeling when he learns that Banquo’s son has escaped?
3. Can you find a simile on page 40. What does it mean? Is it effective?
4. Read to the bottom of page 40. Who do you think is sitting in Macbeth’s throne?
5. Explain why Lady Macbeth answers Macbeth with a ‘forced laugh’ on page 41.

Activity 3
Use the information on page 42 as well as the video clip, to write a description and draw a picture of Banquo’s ghost.

Activity 4
1. What excuse does Lady Macbeth give for Macbeth’s strange behaviour?
2. Re-write this sentence, replacing the words in bold with synonyms:

Macbeth moaned softly to himself, “I will not be myself until Banquo’s spirit is laid to rest. Only the witches can set me free!”


3. Read to the bottom of page 44. Do you think Macbeth will go back and see the witches? What might he say to them?

Write a short dialogue between Macbeth and the three witches. Use the past tense.

Writing Checklist:
· Writing structured in paragraphs
· Third person
· Past tense
· Inverted commas around direct speech
· New speaker, new line
· Variety of words for ‘said’
· Reporting clause before direct speech: comma at end of RC. Either: full stop, exclamation mark or question mark at end of direct speech.
Eg: Macbeth asked, “Where is Fleance?”

· Reporting clause after direct speech: Either: comma, exclamation mark or question mark at end of direct speech. Full stop at end of RC.
Eg: “Double, double, toil and trouble,” chanted the three witches.
